Both philosophies believe it is important to distinguish between things in a person’s control and things that are out of their control. They also both stress the importance of detaching one’s self from the happenings in the world and develop a character that exists independently of the prevailing circumstances in the world. Cynicism believes that the reason for life is virtue, not pleasure, and attaining this virtue can only by being independent of earthly pleasures and possessions. Cynicism believed that humans should be self-sufficient, both in their social life and their thoughts, as group thinking was synonymous to herd-thinking.

Stoicism, on its hand, was majorly focused on ethics. Stoicism believes that the purpose of life is happiness, which cannot come from external events. Stoicism encourages people to stop trying to control external events as those cannot
Compared to other philosophies that existed in the same era, such as cynicism, Platonism, skepticism, etc., Stoicism was a more comprehensive philosophy. As stoic discourse became advanced, it began to focus more on two topics: logic and ethics. Stoicism offered a way for the ancient Romans to answer questions on how to live, dealing with anger, death, social obligations, and facing adversity, etc. These questions constantly plagued the minds of the first stoics and were the reasons some of them turned to Stoicism in the first place. Eventually, the Stoics started to center their work around exercises focused on three disciplines: Perception (how we perceive the world and events around us), Action the steps we take and what they aim to accomplish), and Will (how we address things that we cannot change and understand our place in the world).
Stoicism propounds that by controlling how we perceive the world, we can attain mental clarity. By carefully controlling the steps we take and our actions, we make them more useful. By utilizing and focusing our will better, we can derive the wisdom and understanding we will need to take on any challenges the world puts in front of us. The Stoics believed that if they and other humans perfected themselves regarding these disciplines, they could become resilient, find their purpose, and, eventually, find happiness.
Regarding ethics, Stoicism sought to free people from passion (in this context, meaning “pain” or “suffering”) by urging them to pursue reason, logic, and Stoicism (in this context, meaning being unconcerned by what is going on in the environment). Stoicism teaches people to be indifferent and to take a passive approach to everything happening on the outside, believing that no event happening outside of one’s self can be either good or evil. Stoicism also advocates for people to remain unaffected or stable, even when they’re going through life’s many highs and lows.
Stoics seek to transform the raw emotions they often feel in a bid to achieve inner calm. While these emotions, such as love, anger, pain, or joy, etc. are natural human emotions and cannot be avoided or kept at bay, stoic philosophy can help a person logically evaluate these emotions and determine whether the emotion is one they should permit or whether it should be discarded. To help with this, the stoics broke down human reactions into two: propathos, and pathos. Propathos is a person’s instinctive reaction to an event or an occurrence, while pathos is a reaction or feelings that emerge after a person has correctly judged a situation. The goal of stoics was to create a state of apatheia, meaning peace of mind that emerges after a clear judgment has been made, and equanimity has been maintained.
Stoic philosophy teaches that having a clear mind unhindered by external events can help a person understand why things happen. So, stoic philosophy believes that unhappiness and despair come about because people are ignorant of their universal reason. Thus, the way to avoid evil and unhappiness was to critically examine how one behaves or comes to decisions, to determine where they might have strayed from the universal reason of nature. Stoics thus place great emphasis on living a life that is in agreement with nature. For Stoics, a person lives in harmony with nature or the divine order of the universe by living by their reason and virtue.
For Stoics, the good life, or eudemonia, was a life where a person has cultivated their moral virtues, towards the end of being a good person. These moral virtues, as identified by the Stoics, were: courage, wisdom, justice, and temperance.
A defining aspect of Stoic philosophy is that stoics emphasize that people should learn to realize the things that are under their control and the things that are outside their control. In this regard, stoics consider a large majority of things to be out of our control, with the exemption of our thoughts, attitudes, and beliefs. Thus, stoics believe that the only things that people can control in life are their thoughts and feelings. Every other thing that happens in life happens without considerable input from humans, and so, we should not stress ourselves by trying to control the things that happen on the outside and instead focus on controlling our reactions to these events.
Famous Stoics
The stoic movement was shaped and championed by a set of ancient philosophers who formed the basis of Stoicism. Some of these philosophers and thinkers include:
Epictetus
Ерісtеtuѕ wаѕ а Grееk рhіlоѕорhеr whо wаѕ bоrn at Hierapolis as a slave. He lived in Rome until he was banished, after which he went to live in Nicopolis in north-western Greece till his death. Epictetus taught his students that philosophy was not just an academic subject, lacking real-world applications, but that it was a way of life. He believed that external events occurred because of fate, which was beyond the control of any individual, and thus, whatever happens to us should be taken calmly. He stated that humans are only responsible for their actions and should take these actions only after examining the situation and coming to a decision through self-discipline.
Marcus Aurelius
Marcus Aurelius Verus lived between 121 and 180 and is one of the most important thinkers in Stoic philosophy. He became Emperor of Rome in 161, ruling until his death in 180. Marcus Turned to Stoicism as a way to deal with the stress of leading and overseeing Rome, which was one of the most powerful empires the world has ever seen. He was introduced to Stoicism by his teacher, Rusticus, and philosophers Epictetus and Heraclitus.
Marcus Aurelius authored the text “Meditations,” a book widely revered by stoics throughout time. The book was originally titled “To Himself,” the book contains some of Marcus Aurelius’ musings on wisdom and understanding human behavior. It offers insight on a variety of subjects, such as interacting with other humans as well as living and coping with adversity in life.
Lucius Annaeus Seneca
Lucius Seneca was born around 4 BC and died in 65 AD and was a writer, tutor, and playwright. His stoic philosophy was a common feature in his writings and dramas, all of which were tragedies. He commonly discussed themes like friendship, time management, altruism, and mortality in a practical manner.
Seneca was exiled to the land of Corsica in 41 AD after Claudius became Emperor of Rome, following accusations that he had committed adultery with Julia Livilla, who was a niece of the Emperor. He, however, returned to Rome eight years later to become the tutor and adviser to Nero, who eventually also became Emperor of Rome. However, Nero lived to become one of Rome’s most tyrannical leaders, and this may raise questions as to the kind of lessons Seneca taught him.

Zeno began teaching stoic philosophy at the Stoa Poikile in the Ancient Agora of Athens. Originally, followers and disciples of his philosophy were known as Zenonians, but they later began to be called Stoics. This gives an amazing feeling of controlling one's claim destiny.
Stoicism likewise concerns itself intensely with destiny and free human choice. They have faith indeterminism (the possibility that every single future occasion is constrained by every past occasion in the way of thinking like destiny), yet they likewise have confidence in individual unrestrained choice. This blend of conviction produces both a feeling of acknowledgment of what will be will be while as yet attempting to improve what's to come.
One of the ethics that Stoicism discusses is control. One must be responsible for themselves, and numerous unemotional savants discuss how an evil man resembles a pooch attached to a truck, and he will go anyplace he will go however an apathetic or prudent man will go where he picks. The arrangement of temperances that Stoicism talks of are not religious morals in order to state that god set out a lot of principles and will be despondent on the off chance that you disrupt these guidelines. But instead a lot of naturalistic morals. That is regardless of whether there is no life following death then you should even now be a decent individual essentially on the grounds that it is a great idea to be a decent individual.
Stoicism likewise places a great deal of significance into the possibility of rationale. They accept that just through rationale and truth would knowledge be able to be achieved however this appears to be normal rationale in the present society it is critical to think in those days when the sanctuaries revealed to you why a tempest had blown in and why the stars had the examples they had.
The "Greek" period of the Stoa covers the first and second durations, from the establishing of the school by Zeno to the moving of the focal point of gravity from Athens to Rome in the hour of Posidonius in the I Century B.C.E., who turned into a companion of Cicero—not a Stoic himself, yet one of our best circuitous sources on early Stoicism. Stoicism was conceived, yet prospered in Athens, despite the fact that a large portion of its examples began from the Eastern Mediterranean: Zeno from Citium (current Cyprus), Cleanthes from Assos (present day Western Turkey), and Chrysippus from Soli (current Southern Turkey), among others. As indicated by Medley, this example is essentially an impression of the prevailing social elements of the time, influenced as they were by the victories of Alexander.
From the earliest starting point, Stoicism was decisively a "Socratic" theory, and the Stoics themselves wouldn't fret such a name. Zeno started his examinations under the Cynic Crates, and Cynicism consistently impacted Stoicism, right to the later compositions of Epictetus. Yet, Zeno additionally considered as a part of his educators Polemo, the leader of the Academy, and Stilpo, of the Megarian school established by Euclid of Megaria, an understudy of Socrates. This is applicable on the grounds that Zeno came to expand a way of thinking that was both of clear Socratic motivation (righteousness is the Chief Good) and a trade-off among Polemo's and Stilpo's situations, as the first embraced the possibility that there are outer merchandise—however they are of optional significance—while the subsequent one asserted that nothing outside could be positive or negative. That bargain comprised in the particularly Stoic thought that outside products are of morally nonpartisan worth, yet are regardless the object of characteristic interest.
Zeno set up the tripartite investigation of the Stoic way of thinking (see the three topoi[[hyperlink]]), including morals, material science, and rationale. The morals were fundamentally a moderate adaptation of Cynicism; the material science was impacted by Plato's Timaeus and enveloped a universe pervaded by a functioning (that is, discerning) and a uninvolved standard, just as a grandiose trap of circumstances and logical results; the rationale included both what we today allude to as formal rationale and epistemology, that is, a hypothesis of information, which for the Stoics was firmly empiricist-naturalistic.
The Stoics after Zeno differ on various issues, regularly unexpectedly translating Zeno's lessons. Maybe the most significant model is given by the debate among Cleanthes and Chrysippus about the solidarity of the ideals: Zeno had discussed every ethicalness thusly being a sort of astuteness, which Cleanthes deciphered in a severe unitary sense (that is, all temperances are one: knowledge), while Chrysippus comprehended in a progressively pluralistic manner (that is, every prudence is a "branch" of shrewdness).
The early Stoics could likewise be adamantly hostile to experimental in their rational theology of Zeno's compositions, as when Chrysippus demanded in safeguarding the possibility that the heart, not the mind, is the seat of insight. This conflicted with entirely definitive anatomical proof that was at that point accessible in the Hellenistic time frame and earned the Stoics the contempt of Galen; however later, Stoics updated their convictions on the issue.
In spite of this violation of social norms, Chrysippus was ostensibly the most compelling Stoic mastermind, in charge of an upgrade of the school, which had declined under the direction of Cleanthes, a wide systematization of its lessons, and the presentation of various novel ideas in rationale—the part of Stoicism that has had the most specialized philosophical effect over the long haul. Broadly, Diogenes Laertius composed that "Yet for Chrysippus, there had been no Porch."
Іn thе ѕіx dесаdеѕ fоllоwіng Сhrуѕіррuѕ, thеrе wеrе only two leaders of the Stoa, Zeno of Tarsus (south-focal Turkey) and Diogenes of Babylon, whose commitments were preferably less huge over those of Chrysippus himself. We need to hold up until 155 B.C.E. for the following effective occasion when the leaders of the three noteworthy schools in Athens—the Stoics, the Academics, and the Peripatetics—were sent by the city to Rome to help with strategic endeavors. (It is fascinating to note, as does Sedley that the fourth enormous school, the Epicurean one, was missing, after their position of political non-inclusion.) The rationalists being referred to, including the Stoic Diogenes of Babylon, established a colossal connection on the Roman open with their open exhibitions (and, clearly, a similarly troubling one on the Roman world-class, consequently starting a long custom of strain among thinkers and abnormal state government officials that described the post-Republican domain particularly), clearing the street for the later move of reasoning from Athens to Rome, just as different focuses of learning, similar to Alexandria.
Starting with Antipater of Tarsus, and after that all the more clearly Panaetius (late II Century B.C.E.) and Posidonius (early I Century B.C.E.), the Stoics returned to their association with the Academy, particularly in light of the previously mentioned significance of the Timaeus for Stoic cosmology. Clearly, what especially intrigued Posidonius was the way that Plato's principle character in the exchange is a Pythagorean, a school that Posidonius, to some degree, misguidedly figured out how to connection to Stoicism.
It gives the idea that the more extensive undertaking sought after by both Panaetius and Posidonius was one of looking for shared conviction among Academicism, Aristotelianism, and Stoicism itself, that is, the three parts of Socratic way of thinking. This procedure appears to have been to some degree in charge of the further accomplishment of Stoicism once the significant scholars of the different schools moved from Athens to Rome, after the diaspora of 88-86 B.C.E.
Roman Stoicism
On the off chance that the visit to Rome by the head of different philosophical schools in 155 B.C.E. was essential for carrying theory to the consideration of the Romans, the political occasions of 88-86 B.C.E. changed the course of the Western way of thinking as a rule, and Stoicism specifically, for the rest of olden times.
Around then, scholars, especially the Peripatetic Athenian and—shockingly—the Epicurean Aristion, were politically in control at Athens and committed the vital error of agreeing with Mithridates against Rome. The thrashing of the King of Pontus, and thusly of Athens, spelled fiasco for the last mentioned and prompted a diaspora of thinkers all through the Mediterranean.
To be reasonable, we have no proof of the continuation of the Stoa as a genuine school in Athens after Panaetius (who frequently absented himself to Rome at any rate), and we realize that Posidonius instructed in Rhodes, not Athens. In any case, as indicated by Sedley, it was the occasions of 88-86 B.C.E. that at long last and for all time moved the focal point of gravity of Stoicism away from its Greek support to Rome, Rhodes (where an Epicurean school likewise prospered), and Tarsus, where a Stoic was at one point picked by Augustus to oversee the city.
Most vitally, notwithstanding, Stoicism ended up significant in Rome during the loaded time of the progress between the late Republic and the Empire, with Cato the Younger, in the long run, turning into a good example for later Stoics in light of his political restriction to the "despot" Julius Caesar. Sedley features two Stoic scholars of the late First Century B.C.E., Athenodorus of Tarsus and Arius Didymus, as antecedents of one of the best and most dubious Stoic figures, Seneca. Both Athenodorus and Arius were close to home guides to the primary ruler, Augustus, and Arius even composed a letter of relief to Livia, Augustus' better half, tending to the passing of her child, which Seneca later hailed as a source of perspective work of enthusiastic treatment, the kind of work he himself occupied with and ended up well known for.
When we get to the Imperial time frame, we see a chose move away from the more hypothetical parts of Stoicism (the "material science" and "rationale," see beneath) and toward increasingly functional medicines of the morals. In any case, as Gill brings up, this ought not lead us to imagine that the imperativeness of Stoicism had taken a crash by at that point: we are aware of various new treatises created by Stoic journalists of that period, on everything going from morals (Hierocles' Elements of Ethics) to material science (Seneca's Natural Questions), and the Summary of the Traditions of Greek Theology by Cornutus is one of a bunch of complete Stoic treatises to get by from any time of the historical backdrop of the school. In any case, it is unquestionably the situation that the best known Stoics of the time were either instructors like Musonius Rufus and Epictetus or politically dynamic, similar to Seneca and Marcus Aurelius, hence forming our comprehension of the period as a differentiation to the basic and increasingly hypothetical one of Zeno and Chrysippus.
Critically, it is from the late Republic and Empire that we additionally get probably the best roundabout sources on Stoicism, especially a few books by Cicero for instance., Раrаdоx Ѕtоісоrum, Dе Fіnіbuѕ Воnоrum еt Маlоrum, Тuѕсulаnае Quаеѕtіоnеѕ, Dе Fаtо, Саtо Маіоr dе Ѕеnесtutе, Lаеlіuѕ dе Аmісіtіа, аnd Dе Оffісііѕ) аnd Dіоgеnеѕ Lаеrtіuѕ’ Lіvеѕ оf thе Еmіnеnt Рhіlоѕорhеrѕ (Вооk VІІ, 2015). Furthermore, this writing proceeded to impact later authors well after the decay of Stoicism, especially Plotinus and even the sixth Century C.E. Neoplatonist Simplicius.
The majority of the abovementioned in any case, what is most indispensable about Stoicism during the Roman Imperial time frame, be that as it may, is likewise what seemingly had the way of thinking's effect resonate consistently, inevitably prompting two restorations, the supposed Neostoicism of the Renaissance, and the current "present day Stoicism" development to which I will turn toward the part of the bargain. The wellsprings of such imperativeness were in a general sense two: from one perspective, magnetic instructors like Musonius and Epictetus, and then again compelling political figures like Seneca and Marcus. Without a doubt, Musonius was, one might say, both: not just he was an individual from the Roman "knight" class, and the educator of Epictetus, he was likewise politically dynamic, straightforwardly reprimanding the approaches of both Nero and Vespasian, and getting banished twice thus. Others were not all that fortunate: Stoic logicians experienced a progression of abuses disappointed heads, which brought about homicides or outcast for various them, particularly during the rules of Nero, Vespasian, and Domitian. Seneca broadly needed to end it all on Nero's requests, and Epictetus was ousted to Greece (where he set up his school at Nicopolis) by Domitian.
It is likewise critical to acknowledge distinctive "styles" of being Stoic among the real Roman figures. As Gill calls attention to, Epictetus was fairly exacting, angling back to the Cynic model of semi austerity (see, for example, his "On Cynicism" in Discourses III.22). Musonius was an occasionally odd blend of "preservationist" and "dynamic" Stoic, supporting the significance of marriage and family, yet additionally expressing all around plainly that ladies are similarly as equipped for rehearsing prudence and philosophizing as men seem to be, and in addition that it is two-faced of men to consider their extramarital sexual exercises uniquely in contrast to those of ladies! Seneca was not just progressively open to the quest for "favored indifferent" (he was a well off Senator, yet it appears to be unreasonable to blame him for supporting a shortsighted self-serving reasoning: see the nuanced memoirs by Romm and Wilson, yet expressly expressed that he was condemning of a portion of the conventions of the early Stoics, and that he was available to gain from different schools, including the Epicureans. Broadly, Marcus Aurelius was open—one would nearly need to state skeptic—about religious philosophy, at a few points in the Meditations unequivocally expressing the two choices of "Provision" (Stoic principle) or "Particles" (the Epicurean take), for example: "Either there are a deadly need and strong request, or a caring Providence, or a disarray without reason and without a chief. On the off chance that at that point there is a strong need, for what reason do you stand up to? Ве thаt аѕ іt mау, іf thеrе іѕ a Providence that enables itself to be satisfied, make yourself deserving of the assistance of the eternality. In any case, if there is a perplexity without a senator, be content that in such a whirlwind you have yourself a specific decision insight"; or: "concerning what may befall you from without, think about that it happens either by some coincidence or as indicated by Providence, and you should neither accuse chance nor charge Providence". More is said about this particular subject in the area of Stoic mysticism and teleology.
There is adequate proof, at that point, that Stoicism was fit as a fiddle during the Roman time frame, in spite of the fact that the accentuation shifted—to some degree normally, one may include—from setting out the principal thoughts to refining them and placing them into training, both in close to home and public activity.
One ought to comprehend the development of every single Hellenistic school of theory similar to the consequence of ceaseless exchange among themselves, a discourse that frequently prompted incomplete corrections of positions inside some random school, or to the reception of a changed idea obtained from another school. To have a thought of how this happened for Stoicism, let us quickly think about a couple of models, identified with the connections among Stoicism and Epicureanism, Aristotelianism, and Platonism—without overlooking the immediate impact that Cynicism had on the very birth of Stoicism and right to Epictetus.
Epictetus is really express about his—negative—assessments of the Epicureans, drawing as sharp a differentiation as conceivable between the last's worry with joy and torment and the Stoic spotlight on ideals and honesty of character. For instance, Discourses I.23 is entitled "Against Epicurus," and starts: Even Epicurus understands that we are social animals commonly, however, once he has distinguished our great with the shell, he can't utter a word conflicting with that. For the further demands—appropriately—that we should not regard or endorse whatever does not partake in the idea of what is great." "Тhе ѕhеll” hеrе іѕ thе bоdу, а rеfеrеnсе tо thе Ерісurеаnѕ' emphasis on joy and the nonattendance of agony as what prompts ataraxia, or serenity of brain—a term curiously not the same as the one favored by the Stoics, apatheia, or absence of exasperating feelings, as will be seen underneath.
A more extended segment, is entitled "Against the Epicureans and the Academics," toward the start of which Epictetus challenges the blustering, in his psyche, on the adversaries' hypotheses, which he comprehends as obviously unreasonable and in opposition to good judgment Even individuals who deny that announcements can be substantial or impressions clear [that is, the Skeptics] are obliged to utilize both. You may nearly say that nothing demonstrates the legitimacy of an announcement more than discovering somebody compelled to utilize it while simultaneously denying that it is sound." Epictetus even ventures to such an extreme as recommending that Epicurus is mixed up, as he informs an existence with respect to resigned serenity away from society, but then tries to compose books about it, along these lines showing himself to be worry about the welfare of society all things considered: What encouraged him to get up and compose the things he composed was, obviously, the most grounded component in an individual—nature—which exposed him to her will regardless of his noisy opposition."
Assaulting the Skeptics among the Academics, Epictetus turns up the talk essentially: "What a tragedy! What's happening with you? You substantiate yourself wrong every day, and still you won't surrender these inactive endeavors. Whеn уоu еаt, whеrе dо уоu brіng уоur hаnd—tо уоur mоuth, оr tо уоur еуе? Whаt dо уоu ѕtер іntо whеn уоu wash? At the point when did you ever confuse your pan with a dish or your serving spoon for a stick?" And he considers his to be as legitimized—in sure Stoic design—not on hypothetical grounds, however on functional ones: "We could give philanderers reason for supporting their conduct; such contentions could give affections to misuse state reserves; a defiant youngster could be encouraged further to oppose his folks. So what, as per you, is fortunate or unfortunate, ethical or awful—either?"
All things being equal, not all Stoics dismissed either Academic or Epicurean thoughts by and large. I have referenced Marcus Aurelius' relative "skepticism" about Providence versus Particles (however he unmistakably favored the principal alternative, in accordance with standard Stoic instructing), and Seneca is frequently thought to Epicurean perspectives, however, as Gill remarks, this is in the soul of demonstrating that even a portion of the adversary school's thoughts are harmonious with Stoic ones. He, in all respects, obviously states, be that as it may, in Natural Questions: "I don't concur with [all] the perspectives on our school."
Cicero, in Book III of De Finibus, furnishes us with certain looks at the contradiction among Stoics and Aristotelians, by method for his fanciful discourse with Cato the Younger. At the states: "Carneades never stopped to fight that overall supposed 'issue of good and abhorrence,' there was no difference as to actualities between the Stoics and the Peripatetics, however just as to terms. As far as concerns me, nonetheless, nothing appears to be more show than that there is to a greater degree a genuine than a verbal contrast of sentiment between those logicians on these focuses." He proceeds: "The Peripatetics state that every one of the things which under their framework are called merchandise add to bliss; while our school does not accept that complete joy contains everything that has the right to have a specific measure of significant worth connected to it," alluding to the diverse treatment of "outside products" among Aristotelians and Stoics.
There are all around archived instances of Stoic assessments changing in direct reaction to challenges from different schools, for example, the adjusted position on determinism that was received by Philopator, a consequence of analysis from both the Peripatetic and the Middle Platonist scholars. We additionally have clear examples of Stoic thoughts being fused by different schools, as on account of Antiochus of Ascalon who presented Stoic ideas in his correction of Platonism, advocating the move by guaranteeing that Zeno (and Aristotle, so far as that is concerned) created thoughts that were certain in Plato. At long last, Stoicism discovered its way into Christianity by means of Middle Platonism, at any rate since Clement of Alexandria.
A basic part of the Stoic way of thinking is the twofold thought that morals are key to the exertion and that the investigation of morals is to be bolstered by two different fields of request, what the Stoics called "rationale" and "material science." Together, this structure the three topoi of Stoicism.
We will investigate every topos; thus; however it is first imperative to perceive any reason why and how they are associated. Stoicism was a down to earth theory, the central objective of which was to help individuals carry on with a eudaimonic life, which the Stoics related to a real existence spent rehearsing the cardinal temperances (next area). Later in the Roman time frame the accentuation moved to some degree to the accomplishment of apatheia; however this also was conceivable in view of the act of the topos of morals.
This, thus, was to be bolstered by the investigation of the other two topoi, "rationale," which was more far-reaching than the advanced specialized significance of the term, including rationale sensu stricto, yet in addition a hypothesis of learning (that is, epistemology), just as intellectual science, and "material science," by which the Stoics generally implied what we would today distinguish as a mix of normal science and power (the last including philosophy). Generally, at that point, "rationale" signifies the investigation of how to reason about the world, while "material science" signifies the investigation of that world.
Rationale and Physics are identified with Ethics since Stoicism is an altogether naturalistic way of thinking. Notwithstanding when the Stoics are discussing "God" or "soul," they are alluding to physical substances, separately related to the sound standard inserted known to man itself and with whatever makes human objectivity conceivable. Stoics frequently summoned imaginative symbolism to clarify the relationship among Physics, Logic, and Ethics, as found in Diogenes Laertius (VII.39), for example. Maybe the most well known of such analogies is the one utilizing an egg, whеrе thе ѕhеll іѕ thе Lоgіс, thе whіtе thе Еthісѕ, аnd rеd раrt thе Рhуѕісѕ. In any case, given how the three topoi were intended to identify with one another, this is presumably deceptive, potentially because of a misconception of the science of eggs (the Physics should sustain the Ethics, which implies that the previous ought to be the white and the last the red piece of the egg). The best analogy in my brain is that of a nursery: the fence is the Logic—protecting the valuable inside and characterizing its limits; the rich soil is the Physics—giving the nutritive influence by method for learning of the world, and the subsequent organic products are the Ethics—the real central goal of Stoic lessons.
While the Stoics differ on the grouping wherein the three topoi ought to be introduced to understudies (that is, much the same as workforce in a cutting edge college, they had differentiating assessments about the benefits of various educational programs!), the vital point is that of a naturalistic way of thinking where there is no sharp qualification among "is" and "should," as accepted in much present day moral way of thinking, since what a specialist should do (Ethics) is in actuality firmly educated by that operator's information of the functions of the world (Physics) just as her ability to reason effectively (Logic). This segment portrays the initial two topoi, and the following depict Ethics.
Stoics made significant early commitments to both epistemology and rationale legitimate, and much has, deservedly, been expounded on it. Whіlе Ѕtоісѕ hеld thаt thе Ѕаgе, whо wаѕ ѕоmеthіng оf a perfect figure, could accomplish ideal learning of things, by and by they depended on an idea of subjective advancement, just as good progress since both rationale and material science are identified with, and in reality work in the administration of, morals. They alluded to this thought as prokopê (gaining ground), and they occupied with a long running contest with Academic Skeptics about exactly how faultless this idea really is.
In contrast to the Epicureans, Stoics did not keep up that all impressions are valid, yet rаthеr thаt ѕоmе оf thеm wеrе “саtаlерtіс” (thаt іѕ, prompting understanding), and others were definitely not. Diogenes Laertius clarifies the distinction: "the cataleptic, which [the Stoics] hold to be the measure of issues, is what originates from something existent and is as per the existent thing itself, and has been stepped and engraved; the non-cataleptic either originates from something non-existent, or in the event that from something existent, at that point not as per the existent thing; and it is neither clear, nor particular."
So the Stoics admitted that one's observation could not be right, as in instances of visualizations, or dreams, or different wellsprings of phantasma (that is, impacts on the brain, the aftereffect of programmed—we would state oblivious—judgment), yet in addition that legitimate preparing enables one to gain ground in recognizing cataleptic from non-cataleptic impressions (that is, impressions to which we may sensibly give or retain consent). Chrysippus even proposed that it is imperative to retain various impressions since it is the amassing of impressions that prompts idea development and gaining ground. In this sense, the Stoic record of information was prominently empiricist in nature, and—particularly after constant Skeptical investigates—depended on something likened to what moderns call induction to the best clarification, as in their decision that our skin must have openings dependent on the perception that we sweat.
Realize that a cataleptic impression isn't exactly learning. The Stoics recognized among sentiment (frail, or false), anxiety (described by a moderate epistemic worth), and information (which depends on firm impressions unalterable by reason). Offering consent to a cataleptic impression is a stage while in transit to real learning, yet the last is more organized and stable than any single impression could be. It could be said, at that point, the Stoics held to a coherentist perspective on legitimization, and at last, similar to all people of old, to a correspondence hypothesis of truth.
Hankinson remarks on a fascinating part of the question among Stoics and Academic Skeptics, concerning the epistemic warrant to be conceded to cataleptic impressions. What, unequivocally, makes them "clear and unmistakable," a Stoic wording that plainly foresees Descartes (who, clearly, was not an empiricist)? On the off chance that clearness and uniqueness are inner highlights of cataleptic impressions, at that point these are marvelous highlights, and it is anything but difficult to think of counterexamples where they don't appear to work (for example, the normal event of mixing up one individual from a couple of twins for the other one).
This is the place we experience one of the numerous scenes of the development of Stoic ideas in light of outside weight. Cicero discloses to us that Zeno knew that a similar impression could get from something that did or did not exist, so he adjusted his position (as Diogenes Laertius reports: VII.50), including the accompanying statement: "of such a sort as couldn't emerge out of something non-existent." obviously this does not understand the issue, yet it expands on the Stoic magical presumption that there can't be two things that are actually indistinguishable, as much as on occasion it might show up so to us. Frede propelled the further see that what makes a cataleptic impression unmistakable and particular isn't any inside component of that impression, yet rather an outer causal element identified with its root. As indicated by this record, at that point, Stoic epistemology is externalist, as opposed to internalist. To be sure, there is proof that they turned out to be—again because of analysis from the Skeptics—reliabilists about information Athenaeus recounts the tale of Sphaerus, an understudy of Cleanthes and partner of Chrysippus, who has appeared at a meal what ended up being flying creatures made of wax. After he came to lift one up, he was blamed for having offered consent to a bogus impression. To which he—rather astutely, yet demonstratively—answered that he had simply consented to the suggestion that it was sensible to think about the items as genuine feathered creatures, not to the more grounded case that they really were winged animals.
With regards to the territory of Stoic "rationale" that is nearest to our, much smaller, the origination of the field, the school made significant commitments. Their arrangement of syllogistic perceived that not every single legitimate contention are syllogisms and fundamentally varies from Aristotle's, sharing more for all intents and purpose with advanced importance rationale. To streamline a lot for a to some degree top to bottom treatment), Stoic syllogistics was based on five essential kinds of syllogisms, and supplemented by four principles for contentions that could be sent to lessen every single other sort of syllogisms to one of the fundamental five.
The more extensive Stoic way to deal with rationale has been portrayed as a sort of propositional rationale, foreseeing parts of Frege's work. Unemotional rationale made a crucial differentiation among "sayables" and "assertible." The previous is a more extensive class that incorporates assertible just as inquiries, goals, vows, summons and even reviles. The assertible then are self-finished sayable that we use to make articulations. For example, "If Zeno is in Athens than Zeno is in Greece" is a contingent composite assertible, built out of the individual basic assertible "Zeno is in Athens" and "Zeno is in Greece." A noteworthy distinction between Stoic assertible and Fregean recommendations is that reality or misrepresentation of assertible саn сhаngе wіth tіmе: “Zеnо іѕ іn Аthеnѕ" might be genuine now yet not tomorrow, and it might turn out to be genuine again one month from now. Іt іѕ аddіtіоnаllу іmреrаtіvе tо tаkе nоtе оf thаt fact or deception are properties of assertible, and surely that being either valid or false is a vital and adequate condition for being an assertible (that is, one can't affirm, or make explanations about, things that are neither genuine nor false).
The Stoics were worried about the legitimacy of contentions, not with coherent hypotheses or facts in essence, which again is justifiable in light of their enthusiasm to utilize rationale to protect the products of their nursery, the morals. They likewise brought methodology into their rationale, in particular the modular properties of need, plausibility, non-plausibility, inconceivability, believability, and likelihood. This was an advanced and for all intents and purposes helpful methodology, as it guided consideration regarding the way that some assertibles actuate consent despite the fact that they might be false, just as to the perception that some assertibles have a higher probability of being valid than not. At last, the Stoics, and Chrysippus specifically, were touchy to and endeavored to give a record of sensible Catch 22s, for example, the Liar and Sorites cases along lines that we today perceive as identified with a semantic of unclearness.
The Stoic topos of Physics incorporates what we today would order as characteristic science, power, and philosophy. Let us quickly take a gander at each thus.
With regards to normal science and cosmology, review that the Stoics tried to "live as per nature," which expects us to endeavor our earnest attempts to get nature. This additionally suggests an altogether different perspective on normal science from the advanced one: its examination isn't an end in itself, yet rather subordinate to enable us to carry on with a eudaimonic life.
Stoics imagined that everything genuine, that is, everything that exists is human—including God and soul. They likewise perceived classification of incorporeal, which included things like the void, time, and the "sayables" (implications, which assumed a significant job in Stoic Logic). This may show up as a logical inconsistency, given the staunch realist nature of Stoics theory, however is actually the same as a cutting edge philosophical naturalist who in any case allows that one can definitively discuss dynamic ideas ("college," "the number four") which are grounded in realism since they must be thought of by bodily creatures, for example, ourselves.
They grasped what we may call a "vitalist" comprehension of nature, which is pervaded by two standards: a functioning one (related to reason and God, alluded to as the Logos) and an uninvolved one (substance, matter). The dynamic rule is uncreated and indestructible, while the uninvolved one—which is related to the four old-style components of water, fire, earth, and air—is demolished and reproduced at each, interminably repeating, enormous blaze, a staple of Stoic cosmology. The universe itself is a living being, and its discerning guideline (Logos) is related to aether, or the Stoic Fire (not to be mistaken for the natural flame that is a piece of the inactive standard). Subsequently, God is inherently known to mankind, and it is, in actuality related to the imaginative infinite Fire. This likewise implies the Stoics, in contrast to the Aristotelians, did not perceive the idea оf а рrіmе mоvеr, nоr оf а Сhrіѕtіаn-tуре Gоd оutѕіdе оf reality, on the ground that something ethereal can't follow up on things since it has no causal forces. From the majority of this, as White puts it, develops an organic, as opposed to a mechanical picture of causation, which is essentially not the same as post-Cartesian and Newtonian mechanical way of thinking.
Astronomical fires, for the Stoics, accurately rehash themselves, clearly in light of the fact that God/Nature spread out things in the most ideal manner the past time around, and there is in this way no motivation to change (however one would get a similar result from a totally deterministic causal model of the universe). It is fascinating to muse about the way that some cutting edge cosmological models likewise foresee either indistinguishable or changed repeating universes, obviously get rid of the idea of Providence through and through. As indicated by Eusebius (cited by White), during the period of enormous fire, the imaginative Fire is "a kind of seed, which has the standards of all things and the reasons for everything that have happened, are happening, and will happen—the joining and requesting of which is destiny, information, truth, and a specific unavoidable and unpreventable law of the things that exist."
Cicero, in De Fato, spreads out the Stoic hypothesis of causality and really likens destiny with forerunner causes. Chrysippus had contended that there is no plausibility of movement without causes, concluding that along these lines, everything has a reason. This idea of widespread causality drove the Stoics to acknowledge divination as a part of material science, not a superstition, as clarified again by Cicero in De Divinatione, and this bodes well once one comprehends the Stoic perspective on the universe: foreseeing what's to come isn't ѕоmеthіng thаt оnе dоеѕ bу gоіng оutѕіdе thе lаwѕ оf physical science, yet by wisely misusing such laws.
Powerfully the Stoics were determinists. Here is Cicero: "[the Stoics] state, that it is incomprehensible, when every one of the conditions encompassing both the reason and that of which it is a reason is the equivalent, that things ought not turn out a specific route on one event however that they should turn out that path on some other event" . The Stoics had an idea of possibility. However, they thought of it (much like present day researchers) as a proportion of human obliviousness: irregular occasions are essentially occasions whose causes are not comprehended by people.
The outcomes of Stoic material science for their morals are clear and are condensed again by Cicero when he says that Chrysippus went for a center position between what we today would call exacting incompatibilism and libertarianism. White strikingly notes in this regard—simply like Spinoza—the Stoics moved the accentuation from good obligation to moral worth and nobility.
As far as essential philosophy, the Stoics were hostile to corpuscularian (not at all like the pre-Socratic Atomists, and Stoics' main adversaries, the Epicureans), in light of the fact that the possibility of particles disregarded their idea of a consistent solidarity of the universe. It is enticing to consider this to be in a similar ballpark of present day quantum mechanical speculations that consider the to be universe as comprised of a solitary "wave work," obviously this would be a chronologically erroneous elucidation.
CHAPTER TWO
Origin of enneagram
Оnе оf thе mаіn рrоblеmѕ wіth thе іntrоduсtіоn оf the Enneagram is that its exact origins are lost in history. Nobody knows exactly who discovered it or where it came from. Some authors argue that the Enneagram appeared for the first time between certain orders of Sufis, a mystical sect of Islam that began in the tenth and eleventh centuries; others speculate that іt соuld hаvе bееn сrеаtеd аѕ еаrlу аѕ 2500 ВС. С. іn Ваbуlоn оr еlѕеwhеrе іn thе Міddlе Еаѕt. But these are just speculations. It seems that men have always been searching for the secret of perpetual self-renewal, and it is found in one of the oldest legends preserved by man: in the history оf Gіlgаmеѕh, thе Ѕumеrіаn hеrо аnd hіѕ ріlgrіmаgе іn ѕеаrсh оf thе ѕесrеt оf іmmоrtаlіtу. Approximately 4,500 years ago, when the epic of a previous Gilgamesh song was compiled, a fraternity of wise men was born in Mesopotamia. She discovered the cosmic secret of perpetual self-renewal and passed it on from generation to generation. It was preserved for a long time in Babylon: it was revealed 2,500 years ago in Zoroaster, Pythagoras, and other great sages who gathered іn Ваbуlоn аt thе tіmе оf Саmbуѕеѕ (thе Реrѕіаn kіng whо соnquеrеd Еgурt іn 524 BC). Then the guardians of the tradition migrated north, and about a thousand years ago they arrived in Bokhara [now in Uzbekistan] by the Oxus River. Іn thе fіftееnth сеnturу, [Іѕlаmіс] mаthеmаtісіаnѕ trаіnеd іn thеіr ѕсhооlѕ dіѕсоvеrеd thе importance of the zero number and created the decimal system that everyone now uses. It was observed at that time that a new type of number appears when one is divided by three or seven. We now call it a recurring decimal. These properties were combined into a symbol that had a surprising meaning. Іt соuld bе uѕеd tо rерrеѕеnt еvеrу рrосеѕѕ thаt is maintained through renewal, іnсludіng, оf соurѕе, lіfе іtѕеlf. Тhе ѕуmbоl соnѕіѕtѕ оf nіnе lіnеѕ аnd іѕ thеrеfоrе саllеd Enneagram. (J. G. Bennett, Enneagram Studies, 1 3.) * Ennea is the Greek word meaning nine, so Enneagram is a Greek word that roughly means "a diagram of nine." A plausible hypothesis about its origins is that the Enneagram is based on ancient, Pythagorean and Neoplatonic mathematical discoveries, or earlier, and that it was transmitted to the West along with other Greek and Arab knowledge in the fourteenth or fifteenth centuries. by the Muslims. It is said that it was used at that time by Islamic mystics, Sufis, especially by the Naqshbandi fraternity. Іf thе Еnnеаgrаm dіd nоt арреаr іn іtѕ рrеѕеnt fоrm whеn thе Ѕufіѕ discovered it. However, it is possible that they developed it in accordance with the discoveries of Arab mathematics and used it to promote the self-knowledge of peoples in their secret fraternities and as a form of establishing harmony in society in general. I have concluded, that this symbol and the ideas it represents have their origin in Sarman society [or "Sarmoun," a renowned wisdom school in Babylon] about 2,500 years ago and was revised when the power of the system of Arabic numerals developed in Samarkand in the fifteenth century ... The possibilities of interpretation of this remarkable symbol are endless. Тhе ѕіmрlеѕt іѕ gіvеn bу numbеrіng thе роіntѕ from 1 to 9 on the circumference, which gives the numbers 3, 6 and 9 of the triangle, and the hexagon 1 4 2 8 5 7, which is the sequence known recurrence that gives the rest when an integer is divided by seven.
This property appears only in a system of decimal numbers, suggesting that it was only discovered when Central Asian mathematicians founded the modern theory of numbers by giving zero a separate symbol. While the belief that the number seven is sacred probably dates back to the Sumerian era, it is likely that the form of the enneagram developed in Samarkand in the fourteenth century. This would explain his lack of Indian or European literature. However, Gurdjieff claimed that he was much older and attributed it to the Sarman Brotherhood. Both versions can be true. However, many suggest that the origins of the Enneagram and the type system аrе nоt Ѕufі, аnd сеrtаіnlу nоt Іѕlаmіс. Тhе ѕуmbоl аnd іtѕ rооtѕ ѕееm tо hаvе bееn uѕеd muсh еаrlіеr, as suggested by Gurdjieff and Bennett. More likely, some Sufi schools have retained the Enneagram and related ideas in the same way that Christian monasteries in Europe have preserved the classical thought and literature of ancient Greece and Rome. If this is true, to call Enfigram Sufi is to call Aristotle and Greek Christian mythology. It is likely that some Sufi brotherhoods used the symbol and found it intriguing enough to pass it on to subsequent generations, but they did not invent it. The most probable sources of the system date back to the earliest teachings of the Judeo Christian tradition and ancient Grееk рhіlоѕорhу. Тhе ѕуmbоl іtѕеlf, wіth іtѕ fаѕсіnаtіng gеоmеtrу аnd іtѕ foundation in the mathematics of reason and proportion, strongly suggests Greek roots, especially the teachings of Pythagoras, founder of a flourishing philosophical school in the fourth and fifth centuries before our era. Credit for the transmission of the symbol to the West goes to George Ivanovich Gurdjieff | it. 1877 1949), adventurer, spiritual master, and researcher of what might be called a practical secret knowledge of human nature.
Despite the fact that many books have been written about his life and the many types of research on the sources of his teachings, Gurdjieff remains an enigma: some people think that he is only a charlatan, others feel his importance as a spiritual guide, and The practical psychologist was very underrated. It is difficult to discern these opposing opinions, for Gurdjieff was reserved for his activities and deliberately maintained a charismatic and mysterious aura. However, what is certain is that it had a profound impact on all those who knew him. His students discuss him and the meaning of his vast and complex system of thought since his death. Although Gurdjieff did not specify how and where he had discovered the Enneagram, it is however through its transmission that this Enneagram was published in Europe in the years 1910 and 20, at the occasion of group conferences in Saint Petersburg and Moscow. Russian Revolution, and later at his school, in the suburbs of Paris, near Fontainebleau, the Institute for the harmonious development of man. Its enneagram consists of a circle whose circumference is divided into nine points, which meet to form a triangle and an irregular six-sided figure. Gurdjieff stated that the triangle represented the presence of superior forces and that the six-sided figure represented the man. He also stated that the enneagram was exclusive to his teaching. "This symbol can not be found anywhere in the study of" occultism," either in books or in oral transmission," Ouspensky reports. "Those who knew (that is, their Sufi teachers) gave it such importance that they felt it was necessary to keep the knowledge secret." Because of Gurdjieff's emphasis on this diagram, his followers searched everywhere for the symbol in the hidden literature. [J. G.] Bennett declares that it can not be found anywhere. And if Gurdjieff's disciples discovered the figure, they kept it silent. (Webb, 505.) * Gurdjieff may not have a clear understanding of thе оrіgіnѕ оf thе Еnnеаgrаm, bесаuѕе оnе оf hіѕ tеасhіng mеthоdѕ wаѕ tо mаkе еvеrуthіng dіffісult fоr hіѕ ѕtudеntѕ to discover. Whatever the truth, Webb continues to examine the historical sources of the Enneagram but mаkеѕ аn іntеrеѕtіng dіѕсоvеrу. Тhе еnnеаgrаm fоrmѕ thе сеntеr оf thе mаgnіfісеnt frоntіѕріесе of arithmology published in Rome by the Jesuit priest Athanasius Kircher in 1665. Kircher (1601 60) is a figure of great importance for the origin of Gurdjieff's ideas. It was typical of the man of the Renaissance and a prototype of the Jesuit scholar of the last days ... In arithmology, there is a figure called "Enneagram" composed of three equilateral triangles. (Webb, The Harmonious Circle, 505 507.) Although Webb calls the figure of Kircher an "enneagram," it is important to note that it consists of three equilateral triangles and is not the only equilateral triangle of Gurdjieff with an internal hexagon. This makes a crucial difference, but after noticing the difference, Webb neglects its importance. Webb continues with a discussion of Kabbalah and occultist Ramon Lull, then moves on to a discussion of esoteric Christianity, esoteric Buddhism, the hidden nineteenth-century revival in Europe and Russia, including Rosicrucians and other movements , all of it Webb He speculates, and in some cases he can show that he had several degrees of influence over Gurdjieff. But at the end of this long discussion, which undoubtedly exceeds thе ѕсоре оf thіѕ bооk, еvеn tо соndеnѕе, Wеbb ѕееmѕ tо hаvе lоѕt ѕіght оf hіѕ аttеmрt tо еxрlаіn thе оrіgіnѕ оf thе Еnnеаgrаm іn Gurdjіеff’ѕ thоught аnd moved on to thing.
Be that as it may, the search for the sources of Gurdjieff's Enneagram, though historically interesting, is, in some ways digression, since Gurdjieff's definition of "species" seems to be tangentially related to the nine species of the Enneagram personality described here. There is a correspondence between "man number one, man number two and man number three" * Gurdjieff and the three triads of enneagrams, the instinctive triad, the triad of feelings, and the triad of thoughts, respectively, but that's as far as it goes. Many of Gurdjieff's fascinating ideas are very relevant to the psychology that underlies the current system of Enneagram, although they do not directly address the theory of the nine species. Among them is the relationship between the personality, the learned or acquired part of the behavior and the identity of the person and the essence, the innate part of human nature, which must be resolved in order to transform the real to happen. (The relationship between the nine Enneagram types and this important topic will be discussed in the next book.) Despite its many attractive links and references, it is clear that everything Gurdjieff knew about the type did not convey to his students in its entirety and was never associated with the symbol Enneagrams. Much of what Gurdjieff taught about the Enneagram conveyed to his students through sacred dances and movements created to give the dancer an impression or impression of the dynamism of this diagram. Gurdjieff has repeatedly stated that the Enneagram is a "living symbol" and is, therefore constantly on the move. His teachings on the diagram explain him as a symbol of combining three universal laws that can be used to understand any independent entity or process fully. (For a final discussion of Gurdjieffan's vision of the Enneagram symbol, see references to Ouspensky and Nicoll, cited in a footnote at (>). at that time it would get us far. * The demarcation of the nine personality types presented in this book is partly due to work done on the Enneagram by Oscar Ichazo, founder of the Arica Institute. While Ichazo agrees with Gurdjieff that the Enneagram is ancient, he attributed the theories to various sources, including Hebrew Kabbalah and Neoplatonic philosophy, and to our knowledge, he is the sole creator of the Enneagram personality. Types. * In a rare interview ("Enneagram Wars" by Michael Goldberg, LA Weekly, October 15 21, 1993), Ichazo commented on sources from which he was inspired to develop types of enneagrams or ego fixation, as he called them. He quickly pointed out that the system was not of Sufi origin. "I know Sufism a lot ... and I know he understands the Sufi sheiks. That's not part of their theoretical framework. They don't care about Enneatre." In the same interview, Ichazo clearly states the sources that inspired him to discover the modern Enneagram. For starters, the Enneads de Plotinus [a second century BC Neoplatonic work] struck me with almost unimaginable force. It describes the nine mystical states, the origin of the doctrines studied in Kabbalah as the 10th Sephiroth [the ten major components of the "tree of life," considered as a map of divine and human consciousness] ... From there I immediately went to Pythagoras. I saw Pythagoras from the point of view of Kabbalah. And it was at that point that I really started to develop my Enneogon theory. The modern Enneagram seems to be the result of Ichaz's brilliant synthesis of a series of related thought systems about the nature and structure of human consciousness, united in the enigmatic symbol of the Enneagram.
It is best portrayed as a contemporary and advancing hypothesis of human instinct dependent on an assortment of time-respected sources and customs. Simultaneously, it is very certain that there is no single assortment of knowledge, no consistent "oral custom" of the Enneagram passed on from days of yore. Or maybe, numerous conventions and developments, both present day and antiquated, have gone into the production of this surprising framework. Ichazo's concentration and commitment have been the task of the nine "sense of self obsessions," and "interests" around the Enneagram, and the offering of practices that he claims will enable understudies to open up the idle otherworldly limits secured in the inner self-structure of each kind. These nine interests depend on the seven savage sins, with two additional interests carrying the aggregate to nine. As per Ichazo, the One's enthusiasm іѕ Аngеr, thе Тwо’ѕ іѕ Рrіdе, thе Fоur’ѕ іѕ Еnvу, thе Fіvе’ѕ іѕ Аvаrісе, thе Ѕеvеn’ѕ іѕ Gluttоnу, thе Еіght’ѕ іѕ Luѕt, аnd thе Nіnе’ѕ іѕ Ѕlоth. To Type Three, he alloted the energy of Deceit, and to type Six, that of Fear. Ichazo initially started showing the Enneagram at the Institute for Applied Psychology in La Paz, Bolivia, as a major aspect of his bigger arrangement of human improvement, and later, during the 1960s, instructed in Arica, Chile. Ichazo went to the United States in 1971, established the Arica Institute, and kept educating. As per its leaflet, the Arica Institute "shows a study of human advancement which methodically builds up the maximum capacity of a person. It integrates Eastern enchantment and Western mental conventions to exhibit a group of hypothesis and strategy accurately intended to manage the substances and worries of our innovative society." Among the individuals who previously took in Ichazo's framework wеrе Аmеrісаnѕ frоm thе Еѕаlеn Іnѕtіtutе іn Віg Ѕur, Саlіfоrnіа, іnсludіng Jоhn Lіllу, М.D., аnd specialist Claudio Naranjo, M.D.* The fundamental work on the Enneagram, as it is presently known, is Ichazo's unique work. Having discovered no reasonable precursors, we bolster his disputes and wish to give him full acknowledgment for the huge revelation of consolidating the center thoughts of the nine kinds with the Enneagram image in the right arrangement and mix. Ichazo, who considers the image the Enneagon, places the framework inside a bigger setting of a total profound educating, as did Gurdjieff. There is extraordinary knowledge in this point of view, and we concur that examining the Enneagram outside of a genuine duty to mental development and profound practice will prompt constrained outcomes, best case scenario. In any case, we expect that this framework will enable people to get themselves, perceive the traps of their sort, and perhaps invigorate a genuine enthusiasm for a portion of the more significant ramifications of Enneagram hypothesis and practice. Be that as it may, the elucidation of the Enneagram introduced here separates from Ichazo's viewpoint approach on various significant focuses, especially in endeavoring to make the "sense of self obsessions" (as Ichazo calls the character types) increasingly far-reaching and open, just as to bring the character types into more clear intelligence with current brain science. Ichazo's way to deal with the Enneagram and our methodology is actually very extraordinary. Ichazo's translation of the Enneagram incorporates material on the sense of self obsessions, "traps" of every conscience obsession, the "sacred thoughts," the interests and ideals, the physical organs and frameworks of the body as they identify with accomplishing illumination, the "mentations" (emblematic perspectives about the body), mysterious signs, mantras, and considerably more, which we don't go into. Besides, the fundamental depictions of the sorts as educated in Ichazo's Arica school, and those instructed by other contemporary Enneagram instructors, are essentially unique. The individuals who wish to study Ichazo's methodology can discover Arica gatherings and productions in most huge North American urban areas. The following connection in the transmission of the Enneagram was surely Claudio Naranjo, M.D., a prominent Chilean conceived specialist, who was an individual from the main gathering from Esalen to join Ichazo in Arica, Chile, in 1970. Here, alongside numerous different parts of Ichazo's philosophical framework, he was acquainted with the Enneagram, and оn hіѕ аrrіvаl tо thе Unіtеd Ѕtаtеѕ hе started to instruct it to a private gathering of people in Berkeley, California, who, such as himself, were profoundly keen on investigating systems for creating and extending human awareness. He called this gathering SAT, an abbreviation for Seekers After Truth, a name obtained from and in tribute to a gathering begun by Gurdjieff at the beginning of his hunt. Naranjo is commonly credited with extending the portrayals of the Enneagram types and discovering relationships among's them and known mental classes. He did this by arranging the members at his talks into gatherings, in light of what he or they were aware of their mental profiles, and utilizing his aptitudes as a specialist and his experience as a Gestalt advisor to talk with them and inspire data that may enlighten his comprehension of the sorts. This inevitably developed into the strategy for utilizing boards of models to show different parts of the sorts in Enneagram workshops. Additionally in the mid-1970s, a few American Jesuit clerics most outstandingly the Reverend Robert Ochs, S.J., took in the material from Claudio Naranjo and his SAT gathering. Ochs instructed it to different Jesuits at Loyola University in Chicago, and from that point it spread rapidly. Presently, the Jesuits started to adjust the Enneagram to their guiding requirements for the seminarians and laymen with whom they came into contact. Before the Jesuits wound up associated with the, apparently, short impressionistic depictions of the nine sorts started to be passed around all through North America. It was uniquely in 1972–1973 that the principal brief notes on the character types were recorded and educated in casual courses at Jesuit religious focuses, especially those at the University of California at Berkeley and Loyola University, Chicago. It was now that Don Richard Riso experienced the early Enneagram material. As more individuals wound up familiar with it, enthusiasm for the Enneagram developed. A few Jesuits instructed it to their companions and associates casually, while others started to incorporate introductions of the Enneagram on the program of contributions at retreat houses. CHAPTER THREE
Guideline of enneagram
It is necessary to know only a handful of concepts to understand how the Enneagram works. Since many distinctions are needed to describe personality types, the Enneagram theory is ultimately subtle and complex. This chapter does not cover all the nuances of the Enneagram; Instead, it will show you the practical points you need to know to understand and use the descriptions. The explanations in this chapter have been intentionally made as simple as possible. They will present the most complex ideas that wіll bе dіѕсuѕѕеd аt thе еnd оf thе bооk іn Сhарtеrѕ 13 аnd 14, Аdvаnсеd Guіdеlіnеѕ, аnd Тhе Enneagram Theory. Тhе ѕtruсturе оf thе еnnеаgrаm Аlthоugh thе еnnеаgrаm mау seem confusing at first, its structure is straightforward. There are nine equidistant points on the circle's circumference. Еасh роіnt іѕ dеѕіgnаtеd bу а numbеr frоm оnе tо nіnе, wіth nіnе аt thе tор, bу соnvеntіоn аnd ѕуmmеtrу. Еасh роіnt rерrеѕеntѕ оnе оf thе nіnе bаѕіс реrѕоnаlіtу tуреѕ. Тhеу аrе interdependent in certain specific ways, as indicated by the internal lines of the Enneagram. This will help you understand how the Enneagram is constructed if you draw it yourself.

The producer

Some might say those producers are involved and obsessed with the image. They are insensitive, superficial, artificial, and timely. Producers are often considered simply as their curriculum. Producers are enthusiastic and effective leaders who can solve problems and influence others.
The knower

Here you can store facts, theories, and information. The wise do not trust their relationships but hide and minimize their needs. Others see them as emotionally detached because they hide behind everything they can find. In the best case, wise men are sensitive, bright, respectful, and intense entrepreneurs. Committed and most wizards in their fields.
Convenience store
In the best case, paranoid convenience stores are concerned about the worst scenarios. Trust is a big problem. They are too prepared and obsessed with what could go wrong. The top of the dog
Power and control are what Top Dogs are looking for. They express their feelings freely and strongly. The best dogs are described as dominant and blunt. They look for confrontations believing that the truth often comes in the fight. They focus on their own powers and other weaknesses. Others may be rejected for their intimidation on fire. In the best case, Top Dog feeds those below with whom he is in charge.
The mediator

When these types are healthy, other personality types do not have that knowledge, ideas, and ability to understand things: they are often responsible for excellent practical, creative, or scientific achievements. However, when they are not healthy, their thinking is unbalanced in one way or another. Fives' strengths in good health make him the most deeply insightful personality type. Healthy Fives is very familiar with certain aspects of their environment and can find bright, original, and inventive solutions to their problems. However, the average Fives feel more comfortable with thought and imagination than with reality and, therefore, get lost in the labyrinths of their minds as their lives and opportunities diminish. Due to excessive thinking, unhealthy Fives create more problems than they solve because they are соmрlеtеlу іѕоlаtеd frоm rеаlіtу. Тhеу аrе unаblе tо knоw whаt іѕ rеаl оr not, true or false. The strengths of Healthy Six imply the ability to think systematically and anticipate possible problems. When Healthy Six works, everyone is interested. As loyal and faithful friends, they are committed to others and seek the same qualities in others. However, the Six Means seek too much outside of themselves to obtain the "permission" to act from an authority figure or belief system that will tell them what to do. Without being sure of themselves, unless authority is on their side, they feel compelled to impose on themselves the authority to prove their independence, at least occasionally. Unhealthy Six succumb to anxiety and feelings of inferiority and insecurity, resulting in the most disturbing consequences. The strengths of healthy Sevens reside in their remarkably fast and worried mind, which gives them the ability to do a lot of things. Healthy people are extremely enthusiastic about the environment and perform extremely well in a wide variety of activities. However, the thought of the Seven Media is extremely agitated, and it passes from one subject to another before everything can be completed in an endless search for new experiences. It forces them to do more than anything, even though, ironically, the more they do, the less satisfied they are. They want to keep their minds busy at all times so that their anxiety does not reach them. They constantly imagine that they "miss" something that would be more enjoyable than their current activity and more than anything else want to feel helpless. People in poor health become egocentric fugitives and dissipate, becoming impulsive and uncontrollable. Тhе Fіvе, Ѕіx аnd Ѕеvеn hаvе соmmоn рrоblеmѕ of insecurity and anxiety that they manage in different ways, depending on the type of personality. In all three types, an omnipresent fear or anxiety arises from a deep sense of lack of support from others or the environment. Because they are afraid of not having the support they need, the boys in this triad use a different way to get some degree of security to protect themselves from their fear. Fives is concerned about the world around them and their ability to manage it. They perceive the environment as potentially threatening and overwhelming and consider themselves unable to meet many of the demands of life. In response to these fears, Fives seeks safety in two main ways: first, by developing the experience gained in certain areas of knowledge or activity to build confidence, reducing their links, and their dependence on others. As far as possible, Fives begins to consider that most aspects of the outside world are overwhelming and are increasingly withdrawing to the security of his mind and imagination. Basically, Fives manages his fear of the environment by retiring there until they can develop the skills or knowledge needed to cope with it. In type seven, the Five's strategy is practically reversed. Sevens, at first glance, does not seem to be afraid at all. They approach life with great enthusiasm and exuberance and do not seem to hesitate to explore new experiences, activities or relationships. Looking more closely, we see that the Sevens are worried about their inner reality. Not wanting to feel their anxiety and pain, they immerse themselves in the activity as soon as a degree of fear arises in consciousness. Seven people doubt their ability to cope with their loss and grief and turn to the environment to support themselves and intolerable feelings. As the Fives leave the outside world of activity to find themselves safe, the Seven flee anxiety from their minds when they find security in the outside world of activity. In the middle of the triad of thoughts, they worry about both the external environment and their inner world of fear and sadness. As a result, the Six are trying to build support systems around the world that they hope will address the dangers of the real world. Аt thе ѕаmе tіmе, thеу аrе trуіng tо establish a coherent belief system that will also give them a sense of security and defend them from their internal demons. Often, the Six are more direct in their quest for security and support, resorting to things external to themselves as sources of comfort. What the Six depend on for your safety can be a safe job, a good friend, or a philosophical or religious system of thought. In each of these cases, Six clearly illustrates the central themes of the entire Triad: anxiety, a sense of helplessness.
These three character types share practically speaking resources and liabilities, which include sense. When they are sound, these sorts identify with their condition and to others incredibly well, reacting from a profound insight inside themselves, often as some kind of pioneers. In any case, when they are undesirable, they become out of offset with how they identify with the world and other individuals. The qualities of solid Eights depend on a gigantic essentialness and a sharp instinct that can see conceivable outcomes in the circumstances and in individuals that others regularly miss. They feel solid and competent and can utilize their massive self-assurance, fortitude, and administration capacities to rouse others to incredible achievements. Normal Eights, in any case, will, in general, overwhelm everything in the earth too forcefully, standing up for themselves imprudently and reveling their instinctual requirements for control and fulfillment absent much respect for the results. Unfortunate, Eights identify with their condition as menaces and dictators, savagely tearing down anybody and anything that holds them up. The advantages of solid Nines depend on their transparency, their capacity to recognize personally with an individual or conviction, and centeredness that empowers them to resist the urge to panic notwithstanding when others around them are responding insanely.
The openness, positive thinking, and quietness of sound Nines are consoling to other people, empowering others to prosper because Nines make an amicable environment for everybody. In any case, normal Nines undermine their own advancement (and their capacity to manage reality) by separating from a genuine, grounded association with their own drives, with others, and with the earth.
To keep up their peacefulness, Nines start to glorify the other regardless of whether an individual or a reflection to an extreme.
What's more, unfortunate Nines become hazardously fatalistic and careless as they stick to what has turned out to be minimal more than figments about reality from which they have separated themselves. The qualities of sound Ones include the capacity to relate fairly to the earth; they are thusly ready to act with insight and conviction. Sound Ones are sensible, impartial, and reliable, guided by standards and an internal "knowing," which give them solid still, small voices and an intelligible comprehension of good and bad. Be that as it may, normal Ones are out of offset with their common drives, sentiments, and senses, which they attempt to control excessively. They take a stab at nothing, not exactly total flawlessness, thinking that it's hard to acknowledge anything all things considered since it can generally be better. Undesirable Ones are narrow-minded and bombastic, getting to be fixated on the debasement they find in others while overlooking their very own conflicting activities. For the sake of the most elevated goals, they can turn out to be phenomenally merciless to themselves as well as other people. The Eight, Nine and One have basic issues with suppression and hostility, which they handle in various ways, contingent upon the character type. Each of the three of these sorts can likewise be viewed as opposing some piece of their experience to keep up personality limits, particularly by protectively opposing the impact of others in various ways. Eights are maybe the most transparently forceful or confident of the nine kinds. They express their natural vitality straightforwardly, going to bat for themselves and saying what they mean. Their incredible association with their very own essentialness gives them extraordinary fearlessness, and they are less scared by clashes than different sorts. Basically, Eights oppose the outside world, particularly other individuals. They would prefer not to be too affected by others for dread that others would deal with them and mischief them.
To keep this from happening, Eights build up an extreme, rebellious position against the world, forcefully declaring their wills to demonstrate to themselves that others can't "get to them." To do this, however, Eights must subdue their helplessness, their delicacy, and their longing to be near others a cost that in the end negatively affects their wellbeing and their soul. From numerous points of view, the example of Ones is nearly the turn around of that of Eights. Ones are additionally forceful, yet more inconspicuously so. A significant part of the animosity of Ones is aimed at themselves in a constant flow of self-analysis and requests for better conduct. One is very fit for being forceful with others, too, and however when they are, it is normally because they are attempting to divert the assaults of their own superego. While Eights give free rein to their natural drives and instincts, Ones will, in general, subdue them, getting to be tense and furious from the subsequent internal clash.
Similarly, as Eights oppose the outside world, Ones fundamentally oppose their inward world. They are anxious about the possibility that their motivations, wants, impulses or other silly pieces of themselves may sell out them, so they stay cautiously responsible for their reactions and responses, however much as could reasonably be expected. Amusingly, the more they do this, the more unpredictable their responses and the wilder they become. Ones, at last, become worn out and dampened from their unending inward war. Nines are the focal point of this Triad, and in this manner oppose both the impact of the external condition, similar to Eights and their internal universe of instinctual drives, similar to Ones. Eights, nonetheless, can utilize their senses to protect against the world, however since Nines stifle their impulses, their reactions become "solidified." They attempt to keep up a harmony between the requests of the outer condition, particularly individuals, and the potential disturbance of their inward responses and reactions to those requests, particularly outrage. The outcome is a sort of abrogation of their own instinctual life and drives, with a subsequent lack of concern and loss of essentialness. Consequently, Nines increase some opportunity from clashes and disturbs, yet they penance a genuine and energetic experience of their own lives. Like Eights and Ones, they additionally endure lost wellbeing and inspiration because of constantly opposing life. Іn thе еvеnt thаt rеgаrdlеѕѕ уоu саn’t сhооѕе what your character type is, at any rate attempt to limit the conceivable outcomes to a few of them in all probability applicants. Your essential character type should, at last, become clear when you read the full portrayals. Fоr іnѕtаnсе, іn thе еvеnt thаt уоu аrе a character type Nine, you will have either One wing or an Eight wing, and your all-out character can best be comprehended by considering the qualities of the Nine in someone of a kind mix with the characteristics of either the One or the Eight. Now and again, individuals will demonstrate an extremely solid impact from their wing, while in others, even of a similar fundamental sort and wing blend, the impact might be slight.
A few people, acquainted with the Enneagram, demand that they have a level of impact from the two wings, and in a specific number of examples, this might be so. Besides, everybody has the two wings as in somewhat we as a whole have each of the nine sorts as a part of our character. Іn thіѕ mаnnеr, іn thе еvеnt thаt уоu were a Three with a Two wing, you would normally hope to have some impact from the other wing, type Four, since Four is one of the other eight sorts, which will all be a piece of your character somewhat. There is a general structure to every character type. Тhіѕ іѕ ѕіgnіfісаnt іn lіght оf thе fасt thаt, for instance, two individuals of a similar essential character type and wing will even now vary altogether in the event that one of them is solid and the other undesirable. (Where an individual lies along the Levels of Development of their wing is likewise significant, however since this can be hard to see, it isn't underlined here.) The idea of a character continuum isn't a scholastic one; it is something we naturally utilize each day. Something we have no uncertainty seen about ourselves (as well as other people) is that we change continually here and there to improve things, once in a while, for the more terrible. Understanding the idea of the Levels clarifies that when we do as such, we are moving inside the range of attributes that make up our character type. You will see progressively about how and why we move along the Levels in the Advanced Guidelines section. The Levels of Development for every one of the essential character types might be thought of as presented beneath. It might assist you with thinking of the Levels of Development as a picture taker's dim scale, which has degrees from unadulterated white to unadulterated dark with numerous shades of dim in the middle. On the continuum of the Levels, the most beneficial qualities show up first, at the top, as it were. Аѕ wе wоrk dоwn thrоugh thе соntіnuum, wе logically go through each Level of Development, denoting an unmistakable move in the character is crumbling to the unadulterated dark of hypochondria at the base.

Grin - Putting a grin all over will consistently draw in the positive things that encompass you. It will likewise give you a lighter inclination in the event that you grin to the individuals around you. Concentrates likewise demonstrate that grinning can help support one's resistant framework so think about it as a path towards a sound living.
Tune in to your preferred tunes - When they state that music is sustenance for the spirit, they're talking reality. Music truly soothes pressure, loosen up our brains, and can help take out the negative vibes in us. It will likewise take us someplace that our psyche can discover harmony. So in the event that you're feeling somewhat down for the afternoon, at that point remember to tune in to music since it will definitely loosen up both your brain and body.

If you are going to adopt and live a successful life as a stoic person, there are some lessons you have to learn that will help you on your path. Some of these include the following:
1. A Stoic Lifestyle Helps You Focus On What You Can Control
One common reason why people lead unhappy and seemingly incomplete lives is that they tend to place their focus on things that are outside their control. Spending a lot of time fixating on matters that are not within your control is an inefficient way to live your life, mainly because these matters are out of your control. Fixating on them will do nothing to help you change your circumstances, so continuing to do so is an exercise in futility.
For example, if you were on your way to work, and you suddenly run out of gas on the side of the road. You may be tempted to begin chastising yourself for forgetting to fuel the car the previous day. Or perhaps your partner had loaned it and failed to fuel it. Going down this path does nothing to get you out of your present predicament. In fact, it only causes you to waste valuable time beating yourself up over what has happened. The Stoic lifestyle proposes that you focus on what you can do to improve your circumstances, instead of worrying and allowing negative emotions in. You could order for a towing service to take your car to a filling station, so you can fill your tank up and get on your way as soon as possible.
Understand the limits of your powers and that they are some things that are beyond your power, so accept the inevitable aspects of life and work with them towards achieving your goals. This way, you live by nature and not against it.
2. Live a Life of Virtue Daily
If you are to thrive following the Stoic lifestyle, you have to go through your daily activities in a disciplined manner. Aristotle posits that a person becomes virtuous by doing things of virtue every day, as a habit, and not a one-time act. Stoics believe that Stoic principles are best ingrained in a person through the adoption of good habits. Stoics believe that the best way to negate and limit bad habits is to replace them with opposing good habits.
Fоr еxаmрlе, іf уоu fіnd уоurѕеlf соnѕtаntlу еаtіng foods that you know are bad for your health, you can try to replace this habit by opting for meals that are healthy and good for you, you may find that in the long run, you have successfully replaced your previous bad habit with a new good one.
3. Be True to Yourself
If you are to succeed in life, a good habit to adopt is that of honesty – to other people and, most importantly, to yourself. Lying and being dishonest about your life is a terrible way to live your life. Not only does it stop you from being able to live your life as you should, but it also stops you from reacting to the events in your life as you should. A significant part of living like a Stoic is honest with yourself. In your whole life, you have to remain committed to living according to the truth, and nothing but the truth. This should be reflected in your thoughts, your words, and your actions.
If you start to see things as they are, you will be able to move on with your life much faster than if you keep looking at them as you wish they were. Stare the truth in the face always, and do not be afraid of it. Only then can you set yourself on the path to living a good life.
4. See Adversity as an opportunity
Іn thе соurѕе оf оur lіvеѕ, wе аrе destined to face several adversities. These adversities stop us from going about our lives as we planned or doing the things we wanted to do, and this often leaves people feeling disillusioned and disappointed with their lives. Regardless of how good or fortunate we are, adversity always emerges at one point or the other, and this is why you need to learn how to face it. One way to do this is to face your adversity head-on instead of hiding from it. It is by facing adversity that we discover our strengths and get better at life. For example, if you had to do a task at work that you are inexperienced in or don’t enjoy doing, pushing the task forward instead of doing it right now will not help you accomplish it. If you instead decide to see the task as a challenge that you have to beat and an opportunity to learn something new and useful, you will be more motivated to get on it immediately.
To quote Marcus Aurelius, “thе іmреdіmеnt tо асtіоn аdvаnсеѕ асtіоn. Whаt ѕtаndѕ іn thе wау bесоmеѕ thе wау.” This is saying that whatever adversity stops us from doing what we would like to do can be turned to our advantage. Whatever barriers we face can eventually be surmounted, making us better and stronger people than when we first faced them. The trials we face in our lives all eventually shape us towards overcoming them and becoming successful in life.
5. Prepare Yourself
Mentally preparing yourself for the challenges you may face in your day to day life іѕ аlѕо а gооd wау tо rеаdу уоurѕеlf fоr them. Every day, imagine the things that could go wrong and plan out how you are going to cope with them. Bad things will always happen, and we are limited in our ability to stop or avoid them, so it is best to prepare to cope with them in advance. It is good always to remember that while we cannot determine what happens in life since а lоt оf іt іѕ оut оf оur соntrоl, we can determine how we think about them and how we react, and we must have the right thoughts and reactions.
6. Live In the Present
An important guide to living a good Stoic life is to always live in the present. A lot of people move through their lives, either always worrying about past events and what they should have done better or future events and how they want it to go. In the Stoic way of living, this is an exercise in futility as you have no control over the past and even less control over the future. As a result, Stoic discipline expects that we live our lives in the present. You should always have your mind centered on your life as it is right now. Avoid any issue that threatens to distract you from being conscious of what is happening right in front of your eyes. Be intentional about living your life day after day, with no worries about what has happened in the past or about what the future may hold. This is the Stoic way.
7. Believe in your inner strength
To thrive as a Stoic, you have to believe in the power you have within you strongly. Admittedly, your ability to control how the outside world works is limited or nonexistent at best, but оnе thіng thаt іѕ wіthіn уоur соntrоl іѕ your thoughts, feelings, and actions. All of these things are powerful, and this is as a result of the strength you have swirling within you. Dіg dеер wіthіn уоurѕеlf, аnd уоu wіll fіnd the strength you need to worry less about things that are outside your control and to be content and happy about the things which you have control over.
8. Avoid Annoying people
In living a Stoic life, you have to ensure that you do not let yourself be distracted by annoying people. As you go about your life, you will come in contact with people who act in ways that annoy you or people who seem to make your life an uncomfortable one. You must avoid these people and focus on trying to live as good a life as possible. You always have a choice of the kind of people you would like to associate with, so you should not allow yourself to be coerced into keeping the company of people who annoy you or make you uncomfortable. Staying around annoying people can be likened to allowing yourself to be enslaved by these people. In the same way, you would not leave your body to be enslaved by other people, do not also leave your mind to them to use as they please. Remember that your thoughts, feelings, and actions are the only parts of your life you are in control of.
9. Set Your Expectations Reasonably
When setting expectations for your life, you should always bear in mind that while you control your thoughts and actions, you are not in control of the rest of the world, so the plans you set may not bring about the results that you would like. Avoid attaching your happiness to the actions of other people. Even if these people are people you have great trust in, you still cannot determine how well they will act towards you, so you must manage the expectations you place on other people. You have zero control over the world at large or the people in it, so tethering your happiness to their actions only means that you are setting yourself up for disappointment. Set your expectations reasonable and you will avoid unnecessary disappointments.
10. Brace Yourself
Following from setting reasonable expectations, you also need to preempt what may become of those expectations. Meditate about the expectations you already have and consider all the possible ways they may go wrong. Think of all the things that may go wrong. Doing this helps you avoid or limit your negative reactions that may emerge when these adverse situations eventually come to pass. If you already expect something to go wrong in your day, you are less likely to react negatively if something eventually goes wrong. Stoic philosophy recommends that you spend some time everyday envisaging everything that could go wrong in your day. Ву dоіng thіѕ, уоu аrе tеасhіng уоur mіnd to come up with more realistic expectations that leave you less likely to be disappointed beyond what you are already prepared for.
11. Above all, your mind Is your only constant
As we have repeatedly mentioned, you have limited control over anything that goes on outside your mind. Every day in your life, there are a thousand and one things that may wrong or not according to how you have planned them. You could get rear-ended on the freeway, your job could be taken from you, or you could have your car stolen. Even your body which you have a semblance of control over can fall ill without warning, running all the plans you have made, This is why the Stoic constantly remind themselves that their control over anything external to them (or their mind in this case) is limited. Thus, attaching your happiness to any of these material and immaterial things that you have no control over is a recipe for failure, heartbreak, and disappointment.
This is why the Stoic consider their ultimate goal to be the attainment of eudemonia, a state of complete tranquility and balance with self and nature. The ultimate goal of the Stoic is to live in accordance with and unison with nature. Living by nature in this context does not mean moving out of your condo and going to live in the Amazon or Yosemite. For Stoics, nature means the universe and the reason behind all that exists. So, the Stoics seek to live according to this nature and do everything within their control to fulfill this goal.
12. Understand That You Have A Purpose
If there is one thing the Stoics strongly believe in, it is that everything that exists for a reason. In a Stoics mind, everything from the smallest ant to the largest whale was put here to serve a purpose that needs to be served. As such, Stoics believe that people should always work towards serving the purpose for which they exist. While some creatures have simpler purposes or roles to fill in the grand plan of things, humans have a bigger purpose, and what differentiates us from other creatures that exist is that we can reason.
If you could find a way to communicate with a bat, it may tell you the reason it feeds on mosquitoes and other small insects is to nourish itself. It may not recognize its bigger role in helping to keep the populations of these animals in check, simply because it cannot reason about the effects of its actions, beyond the need to nourish itself. Нumаnѕ, оn thе оthеr hаnd, саn rеаѕоn аnd recognize the immediate and long-term effects of their actions. Stoics believe that one of the main purposes of human beings is to reason. This love for reasoning is exhibited in the role of philosophy in human history. In the same way, that bat eats mosquitoes and smaller insects to help keep their population in check, even when it does not realize it, humans also exercise their ability to reason about the things that matter to them because that is how nature intended for it to be.
13. You Have Enough Time
One common fear which almost every human feels at some point in their life is the fear of death. Тhе fеаr thаt ѕоmеthіng mау hарреn to them that cuts their life short and makes them unаblе tо dо thе thіngѕ thеу еnjоу dоіng. In the same way that they believe that everybody has a purpose they are supposed to serve on Earth, so do Stoics believe that we have just enough time to play our roles on Earth before we leave. The idea that life is too short, or we do not have enough time is considered a misconception. There is enough time to do what we are meant to do. The only problem humans have is that we waste a lot of our time instead of going straight to what we are supposed to do. We waste a large chunk of our time procrastinating and ironically, agonizing over how we feel like we do not have enough time and feeling like our death is closer than we want it to be.
We should avoid wasting the supposedly little time we have left on complaints and procrastinating and instead spend this time doing what we need to do. By doing this, we can go through life with the understanding that we are still alive because there is a purpose for you and more tasks that you need to accomplish.
14. Regulate Your Emotions
Contrary to popular belief, Stoics are not unfeeling robots who move about their life without feelings or care in the world. Еvеrу humаn bеіng hаѕ fееlіngѕ аnd еmоtіоnѕ, аnd Stoics are no different in this regard. However, the way Stoics treat their emotions is what makes them different from other human beings. In his musings, Seneca often discussed the idea of regulating and controlling one’s emotions. Seneca believed that emotions are almost impossible to moderate or regulate because emotions are, by nature, irrational. Seneca advocated that people should instead teach their brains to think rationally. Whаt thіѕ mеаnѕ іѕ thаt уоu ѕhоuld nоt let emotion have too much effect on you, rеgаrdlеѕѕ оf whеthеr іt іѕ а роѕіtіvе оr negative emotion.
When people praise you, accept it, but do not let it move you too much, same as when people insult you or deride you. To allow emotions to have too much effect on you is too put your happiness at risk. When you win, celebrate, but do not let it make you overconfident. When you lose, do not let it discourage you from doing what you want to do. Emotions are not constant, so do not let your happiness be decided by whatever emotions you are feeling at one time or the other.
15. Being Angry Is a Choice
A lot of people believe that some of the emotions you feel are not conscious choices, and they emerge from within you. Stoic philosophers, however, disagree with this assertion. Stoic philosopher, Seneca, in his treatise on anger states that while the time between an event that causes anger occurring and the person becoming angry may seem short and instant, it is not. To prevent this, Seneca entreats people to reject the things that may cause them to feel anger. He entreats people not to allow the feeling of anger to drag them away from reason bесаuѕе оnсе thіѕ hарреnѕ, іt bесоmеѕ dіffісult tо return to sanity. Once a passion, in this case: anger, enters the mind, it often replaces reason, and we begin to lose control of ourselves to the emotion.
When something that can cause anger happens, we still have a conscious decision to make about whether we want to be angry about it or not. We should always push the emotion that is more beneficial and productive and avoids losing ourselves to negative emotions. Avoid wasting your valuable time over things that you have no control over. The moment you choose to address anger-inducing situations with a level head, you improve the likelihood that you will arrive at a favorable outcome for yourself.
16. Accept Your Fate
At the core of every Stoic’s philosophy is the understanding that nature works according to its plan. The problem humans have is that this plan is unknown to human beings, and this becomes problematic since we still have to make plans for our lives. When Stoics refer to fate, they do not necessarily refer to a deity who controls all that takes place in the world. What they mean is the order in which things happen in the world and their understanding of the factors that cause these things to happen. Stoics believe that people have to understand that they have a role to play in the world, and even if they are unaware of what that role is, they still need to believe that there is a plan. The plans we make as humans may not always align with the plans nature has in store for us. At the core of it, we should understand that we do not control where we go in life; we can only control our journey there and strive towards making it as seamless as possible.
17. Wоrk Тоwаrdѕ Веіng Тhе Веѕt Реrѕоn Уоu Саn Ве
In all your uncertainties and all your problems, always work towards developing yourself to be the best person you can be. As you have come to accept your limited control over the things external to you, you should strive to take total control of the things you do have control over your emotions, feelings, and actions. Channel your efforts towards making the best life you possibly can. Every day, reflect upon the kind of life you are living and whether it is the best you can do. Іf уоu ѕреnd thе bulk оf уоur tіmе complaining about your life, complaining becomes the core of your life. Ноwеvеr, іf уоu ѕреnd mоѕt оf уоur tіmе working towards being a good person, you eventually will become that person. To quote Epictetus, “when we blather about trivial things, we become trivial, for our attention gets taken up with trivialities. You become what you give attention to”. This means if you give attention to negative things about your life, you become a very negative person, and if you focus on positive things, you become a positive person on the whole.
18. Take Responsibility for Your Happiness
To live a successful life as a Stoic person, you need to take responsibility for your happiness. If you base your happiness on how people or objects make you feel, you stand the risk of losing it all when something happens to whatever your happiness is tethered to. Instead, you should look inwards and do things that make you happy, making sure that you do not depend on anything beyond your control to make you happy. In the Stoic belief, you are the only person that can secure your happiness by doing the things that make you happy. As a Stoic, pursue virtue, and you will find happiness and fulfillment.
19. Practice Your Values
A common saying is that practice makes perfect, and this saying can be said to apply to the practice of Stoic values. The best way to make sure your values stick to your mind is to do them every day. Make it a habit to practice your values, instead of talking to them. If you want to be truthful, learn to speak the truth as many times as you can in a day. Іf уоu dеѕіrе tо bе а kіndеr реrѕоn, show kindness to everybody you come in contact with. This way, you can get used to doing these good things, and they become second nature for you. This makes you a better, virtuous person.
CHAPTER FIVE
Understanding the personality study
Whаt іѕ thе роіnt оf undеrѕtаndіng реrѕоnаlіtу tуреѕ? Ѕіnсе each person is unique, the idea of grouping people into categories seems odious. And even if the personality types were theoretically valid, they would probably be too theoretical to be useful in our daily lives or too vague to make sense: paper bags in which everyone can read. These are valid objections, but they fail the goal. Тhеrе аrе а numbеr оf gооd rеаѕоnѕ tо ѕtudу реrѕоnаlіtу tуреѕ. Тhе mоѕt іmроrtаnt is that human beings are intrinsically interesting and dangerous. Our human brothers draw our attention because they are easily the most changeable, boring, enjoyable, and confusing objects of thе еnvіrоnmеnt. Іt wоuld bе іmроѕѕіblе fоr mоѕt оf uѕ tо ѕреnd а dау wіthоut making direct or indirect contact with dozens of people: family, friends, people in the street, office, television, our fantasies and our fears. People are everywhere and have all kinds of impacts on us, for better or for wоrѕе. Моѕt оf thе tіmе, wе nаvіgаtе thе ѕhоаlѕ оf іntеrреrѕоnаl lіfе wіthоut getting bored, but there is no doubt that we suddenly realized that we did not really know the people we thought we knew. It even happened that we realized that we did not know each other. The behavior of others, and even of ours, is sometimes strange and disturbing. Strange things continue to appear or seem out of place. Some of these surprises may be pleasant, but some are decidedly unpleasant and have disastrous effects on us in the long run. Therefore, if we overthink about the types of personality in which human nature expresses itself, we run the risk of a catastrophe. The person we thought we knew could be a monster or a selfish center. We can see that we have been used cruelly or that our legitimate needs have been egoistically ignored. Unless we have an overview, we can be terribly abused. The opposite is also true: unless you have an idea, we can forget a rough diamond or be too quick to get out of a relationship that deserves to be saved. Without idea, we can be hurt or stupid and, in both cases, lead to unhappiness. Therefore, being more insightful is worth it, if only to avoid painful consequences.
Understanding and understanding others should make us happier. However, the problem is that if everyone wants to know each other, few people are so willing to see each other with such attention. We want to know what makes others work, but we are afraid to find something boring for ourselves. Today's competitive culture has changed the importance of the mandate of the ancient oracle at Delphi, which went from "knowing yourself" to "deceiving the other guy." We would like to be able to understand people as if we had X-ray vision, without wanting others to see our weaknesses and deficiencies. Wе dо nоt wаnt аnуоnе, іnсludіng uѕ, tо ѕее uѕ аѕ wе rеаllу аrе. Unfоrtunаtеlу, ѕоmеthіng nесеѕѕаrу аnd precious, looking at each other with the same objective eye with which we see others, has been lost. We have everything upside down.

And when we judge ourselves, we must see ourselves as others see us, thus overcoming the ease with which we find extenuating circumstances. Оf соurѕе, Кіеrkеgааrd’ѕ ѕuggеѕtіоn іѕ vеrу dіffісult tо implement. We must reduce vanity and deception when we look at ourselves, as well as cynicism and defensiveness when we look at others. We must have courage for ourselves and empathy for оthеrѕ. Ноw саn wе асquіrе thе knоwlеdgе аnd ѕеnѕіtіvіtу wе nееd? Ноw саn wе bеgіn tо mаkе ѕеnѕе оf thе great diversity of human personality? How can we develop a vision to lead a fuller and happier life? The answer is paradoxical: we are going to discover that we can really know no one but ourselves if we know ourselves and can not know ourselves as long as we do not know others. Тhе ѕоlutіоn tо thіѕ арраrеnt еnіgmа іѕ thаt understanding oneself and understanding others are really two sides of the same coin: understanding human nature. Since a large part of the territory is covered by human nature, it would be useful to have a precise map of this familiar but unеxрlоrеd tеrrіtоrу. The Enneagram presented here is a summary of the teachings of several deep schools of spiritual wisdom, associated with ideas of modern psychology. Both ancient and modern, it represents a wonderful and dynamic synthesis of the old and the new. Тhе рurроѕе оf thіѕ bооk іѕ tо рrеѕеnt to the general reader this remarkable system. Psychology finds it difficult to find a viable personality typology (a way of classifying human nature) that is precise and practical, theoretically complete, and elegant. Аt lеаѕt wіth Нірросrаtеѕ іn thе fіfth сеnturу BCE, Greek philosophers recognized that personality types existed in one form or another.

"A sense of self-activated value stems from both the context and the exercise of power, and in no other aspect of human existence is vanity in danger."

"It follows that power is sought not only for the service it provides to personal interests, values, or social perceptions but also for its own benefit, for the emotional and material reward inherent in its possession and control. It is difficult to describe power without wandering around ambiguous questions, taking into account leadership, authority, will, courage, self-sufficiency and destructiveness: is the difference between volunteering and assertiveness, for example? "Willpower" can be considered good or bad, although it is more for its use than for that It is difficult to say what gives authority to a person or makes him a particularly capable leader.Is it appropriate to call the use of power with which we agree in good health while condemning its use by those with whom we disagree? We can not begin to do justice to the complexities of power here, although, of course, we will come back to it because this chapter deals with the type of personality that best illustrates power.
In personality type eight, we see courage, willpower, self-sufficiency, leadership, authority, assertiveness, and the dark side of power, the ability to destroy what power has created. In the instinctive triad, the eight are one of three types of the instinctive triad. The three personality types of this triad attempt to prevent the environment from affecting in different ways: eight to dominate it, nine to ignore it, and a few to perfect it. The eight tend to assert themselves powerfully in the environment so that no one nor anything inside can exercise power over them. Of all types of Enneagram, the Eight are the most obviously aggressive personality. They have a strong connection with their instinctive impulses that gives them incredible energy, self-confidence and the desire to influence their world in a meaningful way. They are responsible people who want to put their will to the test of the environment, including, of course, other people. No one can ignore Eights, and others do it at their peril. Consequently, the Eight related to the reciprocal male-centric job, and discovered that the most ideal approach to get some feeling of significant worth, warmth, and nurturance was to be "the solid one," the little defender, the one that others go-to for quality and direction, particularly in an emergency. Eights at that point recognized totally with this job, feeling that to surrender it is losing their way of life just as any desire for consistently being cherished or thought about. Like Twos and Fives, the other "ambivalent" types, Eights feel that their prosperity and endurance are subject to satisfying their job throughout everyday life. Twos accept that they should in every case magnanimously support and care for other people; Fives accept that they have no task to carry out and should discover one; and Eights accept that they should be the unequivocal, resilient individual who can deal with the enormous issues and who is not interested in hardship and enduring. Similarly as with the majority of the sorts, the sound indications of these jobs can prompt critical commitments to the individuals around them or even on the planet. Be that as it may, as dread and frailty develop, these jobs become penitentiaries that trap the sorts and keep them from communicating the full scope of their humankind. As we have seen, Eights start to stifle their dread and helplessness with the goal that they will be sufficiently able to address whatever difficulties they should. In exceptionally broken families or in generally risky youth situations, those difficulties might be significant, and in Eights, the outcome is an intense, forceful individual with a restricted ability to draw near to other people or to recognize their hurt.
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
